
Data Retention Legal
AMSTERDAM—A Dutch court Wednesday handed a victory to privacy advocates by striking
down a data-retention law that gives the government easy access. The Dutch data retention law
will have its day in court on Feb. 18, when the District Court of the Hague hears a legal challenge
to it filed by a broad coalition.

Mandatory data retention legislation is never a good idea,
which is why EFF has vigorously opposed it in the United

On March 18 2015, telephone and internet operator Tele2 will have the
data retention law tried in the Administrative Court of Appeals
(“kammarrätten”). The law was enacted in 2009 and implemented the
European Union Data Retention Directive, which required countries to
pass laws ordering some.
